Overview

The Condensing Leak Detection Kit is an optional accessory for Rinnai tankless water heaters that identifies potential water leaks
caused by failures within the water heater assembly. Thisaccessory includes a drain pan and float switch. When installed with the

pipe cover (Rinnai Part Number: PCD11-SHS), the float switch is activated due to accumulation of water in the drain pan. Activation
of the switch triggers the closing of a water valve (internal to the water heater), preventing further water leakage.

The float switch is wired to leads within the
tankless water. Electricity must be
disconnected from the tankless water heater
before starting the next step.
